What kind of power do rumors and gossip have? 
 

How do rumors and gossip effect you  

and the faith community?  

 Humans are like onions, who cautiously reveal their 

hearts to others. Holy peeling of layers proved to be 

a distinct part of Christ’s ministry. It’s no easy task 

to do the peeling! When our false self is removed, 

we rediscover to our delight and God’s, who we are 

in Christ.  

 

We’re all about a layered camouflage to hide who 

we are. Jesus goes seeks us out and sees who we are 

behind our masks. He bathes us in healing grace and 

forgiving love. With his grace we’re able to remove 

our invisible cosmetics and costumes to reveal our 

truest identity: Child of God. 

      

Two weeks in a row, the headliner of the gospel is a 

sinner, a tax collector. Zaccheus can no longer de-

ceive himself or his Jericho neighbors. Despised for 

being a puppet of Rome, he’s hated for embezzling 

from funds he collects in the name of an occupying 

regime.    

    

Jesus seeks out the tax collector. With divine eyes, 

Jesus looks at Zaccheus and really sees him. For the 

first time in a long time, Zaccheus can see himself 

through the eyes of Divine Love. The look of Christ 

silenced all the gossip and rumors that haunted him 

daily. With a heart now transparent in forgiveness, 

Zaccheus freely makes life-giving changes. Trans-

formed by Christ’s inclusive love, Zaccheus makes 

extravagant restitution for all he’s unjustly fleeced 

from his own neighbors!  

 

Zaccheus is us. When we open ourselves to Christ,  

he will gently peels back our layers of protection. 

Like Zaccheus, we can be changed forever. We’re 

can make a four-fold return for all Jesus does for us.
